
HAITIVisit the Art Cre-
ation Foundation, a 

grassroots project that 
teaches at-risk youth 

traditional arts and 
crafts; enjoy a home-

cooked meal with 
them; visit Grotte Ma-

rie-Jeanne (the caves 
of Haiti) in nearby 

Port-a-Piment.

Tour the Citadelle Laferriere, a Une-
sco-designated fortress; walk sugar 
cane fields and learn how Haitian rum 
is made; tour the cathedral and main 
city market; learn to make kasav, a flat 
bread from the Taino people.

Port-au-Prince City tour of the Champ-des Mars neighbor-
hood, the Iron Market (Marche en Fer) and 
the Atis Rezistans, where artists create works 
from the rubble left by the hurricane; visit a 
voodoo priest; fill up on Creole cuisine.

Tour the art community and artists’ studios to see papier 
mache creations and mosaics; hike the hills above Jacmel, 
dive into the pools and waterfalls at Bassin-Bleu.
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
